The city of Perth is located alongside the peaceful waters of the
Swan River, 20 kilometres inland of the Indian Ocean on the west
coast of Australia.

A further 140 kilometres south is Pemberton, and its giant old-growth
karri forests. If you're in town between the migration months of May
and September, stop at Augusta along the way for a spot of humpback
and southern right whale watching.

Exmouth, Ningaloo Reef & Coral Bay

Ningaloo Reef is about 1,200km north of Perth offshore from the resort
towns of Exmouth and Coral Bay. Ningaloo Reef comprises 200 species
of hard corals and 50 species of soft corals with over 520 species of fish.

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snorkelling amid the dazzling display of tropical species and colours of
fish and coral in the shallows ‘like swimming through the stars’.

The Ningaloo Reef is famous for Whale Sharks, Mantarays, Humpback
Whales, Dugongs, Turtles, Potato Cod and hundreds of other fish
species.

Humpback Whales visit the Ningaloo Reef between June and November
each year migrating twice annually through the Ningaloo Reef Marine
Park into the Exmouth Gulf. The first visit occurs in autumn during their
northern migration, and they return in their southern migration each
spring. Female Humpback Whales give birth in the deeper offshore
waters where whales and their calves then spend their time frolicking
in the calm Exmouth Gulf waters.

The seasons for swimming with Whale Sharks is usually April to July
each year, following the mass spawning of coral. The chance to snorkel
with these gentle giants is the opportunity of a lifetime and visitors from
all over the world head to the Ningaloo Reef during Whale Shark season.
These massive filter feeders can grow to an average of 8m long. They
cruise the world’s ocean in search of concentrations of plankton to
feed on. Ningaloo Reef is one of the only places they appear regularly
in large numbers.
