The emergency aircraft are fully equipped to provide airborne 
intensive care. Doctors, nurses and pilots are on call 24 hours a 
day, seven days a week. The area covered is not only “outback” 
but many patients are transported from Cairns to larger hospitals 
in Townsville and Brisbane.

Emergency retrieval remains the primary duty of the RFDS, but to 
thousands of people in isolated areas the RFDS is the family doctor.
